He began his musical studies at the age of four under the guidance of his grandfather, 
Cristóbal Marín, a professional clarinetist and student of Miguel Yuste. At seventeen 
he moved to Los Angeles to study at the University of Southern California, studying for 
five years with Yehuda Gilad and Michele Zukovsky. During this period he served as 
principal clarinet in several youth orchestras, was a member of the Los Angeles Wind 
Quintet, and won competitions such as the Buffet North America Clarinet Competition 
(Chicago, 1995), the Pasadena Instrumental Competition (California, 1995), and the 
Jennings Butterfield Young Artists Competition (Tucson, 1994). He attended the 
Tanglewood Music Center for two consecutive summers, the academy of the Boston 
Symphony Orchestra, working with conductors such as Seiji Ozawa and Simon Rattle 
and performing with the Boston Symphony Orchestra.

Teaching 

Teaching occupies a central place in his career. Between 1998 and 1999 he served as 
clarinet professor at Florida Gulf Coast University in Fort Myers (Florida), where he 
taught at the university level. He has given masterclasses in several countries, was 
assistant to Yehuda Gilad, and since 2017 has shared educational content on a 
bilingual YouTube channel. He works individually with students through Zoom and 
PlayWithAPro, adapting to each person’s needs. In recent years he has integrated 
coaching and NLP tools into a personal approach where the technical and the human 
meet, drawing also on concepts from quantum physics and research from the 
HeartMath Institute as an inspiring framework to explore the relationship between 
inner state and performance. He offers lectures and dialogue-based sessions for 
students, teachers, educators, and companies. With young people he uses a visual and 
participatory format; with adults, a dialogue-centered approach. Topics he addresses 
include non‑judgment, ego, stage fright, performance under pressure, deep listening, 
and tools applicable to everyday life.
